(hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”).  In consideration of the mutual promises, contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

SERVICES:

UFSS shall assign individual loan signings to Contractor based upon Contractor’s response to UFSS request for services.  Individual loan signings will be assigned to Contractor in the order responses are received, unless otherwise designated by UFSS, at its sole discretion.  Each loan signing will be assigned to one notary (Contractor), and one alternate, if applicable.

UFSS shall provide, on each individual signing assigned to Contractor, the required loan documents and instructions via overnight delivery, courier, electronic delivery (eg. Internet, email) or prepaid U. S. Mail.  Contractor is hereby retained as an independent contractor for the purpose of monitoring completion and execution of the loan documents by all parties to the transaction and witnessing and/or notarizing signatures on the loan documents required.  Contractor shall verify proper identification of all parties involved in the transaction.  Contractor shall comply with any or all instructions provided by “Lender” and UFSS.  Following the signing, Contractor shall forward all documents required by the Lender and UFSS in the manner specified by UFSS for approval and return the completed loan package to the Lender, as specified in the instructions, within the specified time frame set forth in the instructions.

RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES:
By virtue of the Agreement, it is agreed that UFSS and Contractor shall NOT be considered partners or joint ventures, and that Contractor has no authority to and cannot act as an agent or employee of UFSS in Contractor’s performance of services under this agreement.  Contractor shall act in all matters hereunder as an Independent Contractor.

It is expressly understood that contractor will not solicit and/or accept any assignments from any client introduced or provided to contractor by UFSS without the involvement and/or knowledge of UFSS.  UFSS will be compensated for any signings contractor accepts from said clients of UFSS.

TERRITORY/FEES/CHARGES:
Territory:  ____________ (mile radius you are willing to travel for loan signings)

Payment:  UFSS shall pay Contractor a fee of $75.00 per loan signing, for services performed pursuant to this agreement, upon disbursement of the loan.  Fees for loan signings outside the Contractor’s normal territory shall be negotiated on a case-by-case basis. 

Contractor shall be responsible for any out-of-pocket expenses incurred in performing any services under this agreement.  Contractor shall also be responsible for payment of all federal, state and local taxes, and any other self-employment taxes, social security, unemployment and disability insurance, and other payments and benefits, if applicable, on all compensation received by Contractor under this agreement.  

Payment of all courier and overnight delivery charges shall be the responsibility of the Lender and/or UFSS, however, any courier and/or overnight delivery charges resulting from Contractor’s negligence in performing services under this Agreement shall be paid by Contractor.  

INSURANCE:

Contractor shall maintain workman’s compensation insurance, if applicable, in accordance with applicable state and federal laws.  In addition, Contractor shall maintain comprehensive general and vehicular insurance for claims and damages of bodily injury (including death) and property damage caused by or arising out of a Contractor’s acts or omissions.

REPRESENTATIONS:

Contractor warrants that Contractor is and, at all times during the term of this agreement, shall remain duly licensed or commissioned, as applicable, as a Notary Public in the jurisdiction(s) where Contractor will be performing Contractor’s duties under this Agreement.

Contractor recognizes that its timely performance of services is essential to the continued, efficient operations of UFSS business.  Contractor warrants that it will not respond or take an order to perform services hereunder unless Contractor can perform the required services in the time frame specified by UFSS.  Contractor is required to remain in contact with UFSS regarding the status of each active job order assigned to Contractor.

Contractor agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless UFSS and its employees and agents from any and all claims and damages of every kind, of injury or death of any person(s) and for damages and loss of property, arising out of or attributed, indirectly or directly, to services performed under this agreement.  This hold harmless shall include all costs of courts, expenses of suit and attorney’s fees, in addition to any recovery whether by settlement of trial on the merits. 

NON-REPRESENTATION:

Contractor shall not interpret or give advise or counsel to any party before, during, or after any loan signing concerning the loan transaction, the execution by any party of any document or any document contained in the loan documents package.

GENERAL:
Term and Termination of Agreement :  Contractor agrees to provide services under this agreement until this arrangement is terminated pursuant to the terms herein provided.

This Agreement can be terminated by UFSS or Contractor at any time with written notice to the other party.  In the even this agreement is terminated by Contractor, all work in progress will be completed in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.  All termination notices shall be in written form and delivered to the other party by U. S. Mail or facsimile.  Upon termination of this Agreement, Contractor shall return to UFSS any and all promotional and/or training material(s) provided to Contractor by UFSS.

CONFIDENTIALITY:
Contractor shall at all times maintain as confidential any information provided by UFSS to Contractor in the course of its performing services under this Agreement.  Contractor shall not divulge any such information to any party without UFSS prior consent, except pursuant to a validly issued court subpoena or order.  Confidential information provided by UFSS shall be used by Contractor, if at all, solely in the performance of its services under this agreement and, upon written request of UFSS at or after termination of this Agreement, shall be returned by Contractor to UFSS.

NOTICES:

Any notice, demand or communication that either party desires or is required to give to the other party in connection with this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be either served personally or sent by prepaid U. S. Mail (except for termination notices) addressed to the other party at the address set forth on page one of this agreement.

SEVERABILITY:
If any term or provision of this Agreement or the application thereof shall to any extent be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this agreement shall not be affected thereby and shall be enforced to the extent permitted by law. 

This agreement supersedes any and all prior agreements, representations and understandings of the parties, written or oral, except as specifically provided herein.  No addendum, supplement, modification or amendment of this agreement shall be binding unless executed in writing by both parties.  Each party represents and warrants to the other party that this agreement constitutes a valid and binding obligation of such party, enforceable against it in accordance with its terms, and has been duly authorized and executed by such party.  Each party shall take all steps and otherwise cooperate the other party to perform and effectuate the intent of this Agreement.

This agreement is not assignable without the prior written consent of the non-assigning party.

GOVERNING LAWS AND VENUE:

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Pennsylvania.  Venue for purposes of any action arising out of this Agreement shall be the Commonweatlh of Pennsylvania.
